I. Overall approach to UNRSF 2024 Call for Concept Notes
ESCWA gives a high priority to the road safety issues in  the region with the aim to bring road safety to a better level. 
As part of its effort to promote sustainable transport, within the promotion of overall sustainable development, ESCWA will focus on addressing the various institutions and human capacities,  legislation and strategies of road safety toward enhancing road safety performance of the region in line with the goals of the Global Plan for the decade of action for 2021-2030 and other sustainable development agendas.
Activities will focus on designing and implementing specific and impactful interventions to enhance the performance of the road safety ecosystem at large.  
Geographically, focus will be given to countries most needing to improve road safety performance whom show readiness and commitment to the process and eagerness to achieve significant results.  


II. Application strategy

ESCWA will consider proposal from governments only. 

The process will start by circulating the call for proposals to focal point ministers inviting the submission via email of the brief overviews of projects proposals, of not more than 500 words. 
Submissions should be received by e-mails not later than 30 September 2024. Following that, a remote meeting with all road safety national focal points will be held on 7 October, 2024 to thoroughly discuss the application guidelines of the new UNRSF call for project concept notes 2024.

Based on selected overviews, ESCWA will liaise with the potential partners to develop the concept notes of the projects and submit online before 31 October 2024 (23:59 CEST).
